1. INTRODUCTION 
This letter is to draw your attention to the forthcoming events involving the  CCF in 
2008/2009.  All these camps represent tremendous value for money and I recommend that 
your son attends as many as possible to get the true benefit of the opportunities presented by 
the CCF.  Please could you ensure that you return slips and cheques as soon as possible and 
mark the relevant dates in all diaries and calendars in the house to avoid confusion.  Please 
note that some camps/trips are specific to particular teams and age groups. 
 
2. NECESSARY PAPERWORK 
This year the CCF is changing to a new lighter system of paperwork for all our school trips.  
We would like all parents/guardians to fill in and return a CCF ON5 form.  This will be 
regarded as your consent for your son/ward to engage in any CCF Thursday trips for the 
duration of the academic year and appropriate contact and medical details.  For each 
overnight or day trip we therefore will now only ask for the return of a signed slip such as 
those in this letter.  If any medical or contact details should change during the course of the 
year, the updates should be written on the activity slips or rung through to the CCF directly. 
Please return all autumn term slips and cheques with the ON5 form. 
 
3. RECORD OF SERVICE (ROS) BOOKS 
At the start of next term we will be issuing ROS books to all new cadets and those who have 
misplaced or failed to hand in their books.  It is very important that the next of kin and 
consent sections of these are filled in and returned to us.  It is vital that both certificates 1 and 
2 are signed, otherwise your son will not be allowed to fly in helicopters or fixed wing 
aircraft.  This is important for all three sections of the CCF. The ROS Book serves as an 
identity card while on MOD establishments and should have a passport style photo inside; a 
home-printed digital headshot will suffice. 
 
4. AUTUMN 08 CAMPS &  TRIPS   
 
INITIAL RECRUITS CAMP (IRC)  27 SEPTEMBER -  28 SEPTEMBER £10 
This camp is compulsory for all year  10 cadets.  18 hours of important  lessons that we 
cannot otherwise fit into the syllabus take place on this camp (including the entire basic first 
aid syllabus) and thus boys who miss this will not be able to catch up. The training stands 
(with the exception of First Aid) are run by senior cadets under the supervision of the 



Contingent’s officers.  This camp has proved a very popular experience with cadets in the 
past. Cadets should arrive at RGS in uniform with all their issued kit (and a home packed 
lunch – all contained in one rucksack) at 0640 Saturday 27 September and will be ready for 
collection at 1800 on Sunday 28 September. I encourage Muslim boys to request permission 
from their local Imam or parents not to fast during the camp as to do so would be unwise 
given the long hours of outdoor activity with a high risk of hypothermia and dehydration.  
There are no school Rugby matches that clash with this event.  All collection times are subject 
to change due to ‘slippage’ – we have a policy that we train as a unit and leave as a unit so a 
final parade will conclude training.  You are very welcome to watch this parade. 
 
LOCAL SPONSORED WALK 12 OCTOBER  
This will be an opportunity for cadets and their families to walk for a day to raise money for 
this year’s charity COMBAT STRESS.  More details to follow. 
 
BRECON BEACONS EXPEDITION   23 Ð 27 OCTOBER £60  
This is open to all. There will be practice Duke of Edinburgh scheme walks on this camp and 
attendance can also count towards the BTEC in Public Service.  Our expedition camps have 
been increasingly popular in recent years and demand for places is high, so please return 
forms promptly. 
 
AUTUMN FTX  14 Ð 16  NOVEMBER  £18 
This camp is available to all Army, Navy  and RAF cadets who have passed the Cadet Rifle 
handling test.  All Army cadets should attend this camp. This is an Army Section run camp 
with training in previously taught elements of fieldcraft as well as Section Battle Drills. This 
camp is more intensive than the IRC with greater  tactical and fieldcraft based activities. Kit 
requirements and detailed departure arrangements will be posted on the RGS website and the 
Army CCF notice board.   This is also a very popular camp and last year 60 cadets chose to 
attend.  Those cadets in teams need to inform their coaches as soon as possible of their 
decision to attend this camp and miss one match in the season. 
 
 
5. PERMISSION SLIPS 
Please ensure you return slips now with appropriate cheques for all the events you wish to 
attend.  Please make a note of these commitments on every diary and calendar in the house to 
avoid any confusion.  We would be grateful if you could make out a separate cheque for 
each event and wr ite the name of your  son/ward and the intended event on the back.
