Big Noise:

We are delighted to announce that instrumentalists from Years 7-9 have been invited to attend Chiltern
Music Academy’s free Big Noise event on Friday, 20t October 2023 at Royal Grammar School, High
Wycombe, culminating in a videoed Grand Finale Concert to Head Teachers, Governors and Parents.

Big Noise 2023 offers children the opportunity to make music with other young musicians from across
their local area, and to perform in an orchestra of over 150 instrumentalists. Year 5-9 pupils playing a
string, wind, brass, recorder or percussion instrument will become part of this orchestra, and experience
the joy of massed ensemble playing. Pianists of Grade 3+ standard wishing to learn a tuned percussion
part are also included in Big Noise 2023.

This event will enable our musicians to spend a day getting to know one another, and to play their
instruments with other musical children. They will also have the opportunity to meet old friends and
teachers, and encourage Year 5 and 6 pupils who may be joining us in 2024 and 2025.

RGS will be closed on Friday, 20t October, so Chiltern Music Academy has offered to accept independent
applications to come and play, providing pastoral care for our pupils. CMA would be very grateful for
parent helpers who have a DBS certificate to volunteer to help on the day.
