All Students are required to wear school uniform between leaving and arriving back home. The prescribed school 
uniform is as follows: 

Years 7, 8, 9, 10 and 11 
 

● Navy blue blazer with pocket badge 
● Plain dark or ‘school’ grey trousers (not black cotton, denim or cord) 
● Plain white shirt 
● Plain navy V-necked pullover or RGS pullover 
● The appropriate school ties 
● Black leather shoes (not tan or brown shoes, trainers or boots) - Shoe Guidance Document 
● Plain grey or black socks 
● Any outdoor coats must be of a plain single colour 
● Scarves should be plain or RGS design 
● Games kit and additional information 

 
Sixth Form  

A black, grey or blue suit; Sixth Form or Prefect tie; a white or pastel coloured shirt, which is plan or striped; a black, 
grey or dark blue V-neck pullover; scarves of RGS design or single plain colour; black leather shoes (not brown, tan 
shoes, trainers or boots); socks of a plain dark colour or grey.   

There is no prescribed Games kit for Wednesday afternoon Games sessions although students are asked to be 
appropriately dressed for the activity they choose to do. 

NOTES (Years 7 – 13) 
 

● Hair should be clean, smart, seemly and professional across all year groups. Buns, top knots and ponytails 
are acceptable if smart, seemly and professional.   

● Extreme hairstyles, hair with contrived patterns and/or unconventional shaving are not acceptable. 
● It is unacceptable for hair to be of an unnatural colour. 
● Students should be clean shaven Years 7-11. For Years 7-11 beards are only acceptable on faith grounds 

and a letter must be given to a Head of Year from a religious leader and parents for a beard to be worn. 
The Sixth Form are allowed to grow a beard if it is smart, seemly and professional.  

● Students should take care of their personal hygiene including keeping fingernails trimmed. 
● Watches and a plain stud in each ear lobe are acceptable but other jewellery or piercings are not.  The only 

exception is jewellery which is worn for faith reasons. 
● No nail varnish or makeup to be worn in school. 
● Students are expected to be smartly dressed in full school uniform coming to and going home from school.
