Year 9 History Trip to Portsmouth Historic Dockyards

The History Department is delighted to announce an exciting trip to Portsmouth Historic Dockyards on
Wednesday 23 November 2022. This will help support our module on the development of Britain between
1750 and 1900. As well as looking at industrial change and debates surrounding the British Empire, one
aspect of the module focuses on the evolution of sea-power and the role of the Royal Navy in expanding
British influence.

The trip promises to be highly enriching, with three warships to explore. The Mary Rose provides a unique
insight into Tudor sea power. HMS Victory, Nelson’s flagship, shows fighting sailing ships at their finest.
